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Coffee Creek Cove

Coffee Creek Cove is a proposal for a new waterfront neighborhood in Gulfport, Mississippi. Ar-
ranged on a grid street pattern connecting existing neighborhoods, it is comprised of new resi-

dences, shops, a marine recreation center, and a refurbished park and creek system. The economic 
base for the neighborhood and development is a convention-resort hotel with a ballroom, meeting 

rooms, a learning center, a business center, and spa.

The new neighborhood is a walkable community built around existing historic buildings, mature oak 
trees and a unique Gulf Coast ambiance. It features attributes of San Antonio’s River Walk, Sydney’s 

waterfront, Callaway Gardens and Copenhagen’s Tivoli Gardens.
